Upon your walls, O Jerusalem, I have posted sentinels; all day and all 
night they shall never be silent. You who remind the Lord, take no rest, 
and give him no rest until he establishes Jerusalem and makes it 
renowned throughout the earth. The Lord has sworn by his right hand 
and by his mighty arm: I will not again give your grain to be food for 
your enemies, and foreigners shall not drink the wine for which you 
have labored; but those who garner it shall eat it and praise the Lord, and 
those who gather it shall drink it in my holy courts.

After the Invitation has been given, please be seated or kneel until you are ushered to the 
Communion rail. Please take your purse or valuables with you to the rail. 
 

When taking Communion, you may partake of only the Bread. After receiving it, you may 
cross your arms across your chest to signal to the chalice bearer that you do not wish to 
receive the wine. (The Chalice Bearer will pause with the cup and say the words.) 
 

If you want to receive the Cup by intinction (dipping), please allow the chalice bearer to 
intinct the bread for you. The altar servers all sanitize their hands before the distribution of 
communion.
