FUN ACTIVITIES FOR CHILDREN

young ones during our worship time. GODLY PLAY – We have a program for telling the children “stories of God”. All children from
4 to 10 are welcome! Bring your children to the Chapel right before the 10:30 service begins. In a little procession, the children follow
the cross through the church and up to the Upper Room where they have their activities. About an hour later, they will be returned to
church just prior to communion and are invited to sit in the first two rows of the Cathedral. Parents and guardians then come and get
them when they come up to the rail for communion.

THE FIRST LESSON 1 SAMUEL 16:1-13

The Lord said to Samuel, “How long will you grieve over Saul? I have rejected
him from being king over Israel. Fill your horn with oil and set out; I will send
you to Jesse the Bethlehemite, for I have provided for myself a king among his
sons.” Samuel said, “How can I go? If Saul hears of it, he will kill me.” And the
Lord said, “Take a heifer with you, and say, ‘I have come to sacrifice to the
Lord.’ Invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will show you what you shall do; and
you shall anoint for me the one whom I name to you.” Samuel did what the
Lord commanded, and came to Bethlehem. The elders of the city came to meet
him trembling, and said, “Do you come peaceably?” He said, “Peaceably; I have
come to sacrifice to the Lord; sanctify yourselves and come with me to the
sacrifice.”
