FUN ACTIVITIES FOR CHILDREN

Children age 4 and older have the opportunity to participate in an Arts and Crafts session from 9-10 a.m. They may also
choose to read books or play board games. Please sign in your child in the Upper Room. If you have questions please email
Luisa Bonillas, our new Associate for Children, Youth, and Family Ministry at bonillasl@stpaulcathedral.org or call her at 619-
298-8261 x335. OUR NURSERY (just off the 5th Avenue Queen’s Courtyard) is for infants through age four. You can leave
the little ones there starting at 9 a.m. and pick them up after the 10:30 service. We encourage parents to avail themselves of
this service (9am to Noon). CHILDREN’S COLORING MATERIALS are available each Sunday (see clipboards and crayons
in the south porch) to amuse the young ones during our worship time. GODLY PLAY – We have a program for telling the
children “stories of God”. All children from 4 to 10 are welcome! Bring your children to the Chapel right before the 10:30
service begins. In a little procession, the children follow the cross through the church and up to the Upper Room where they
have their activities. About an hour later, they will be returned to church just prior to communion and are invited to sit in the
first two rows of the Cathedral. Parents and guardians then come and get them when they come up to the rail for communion.
We are very grateful to our team of volunteer teachers.

THE SECOND LESSON 1 PETER 2:2-10

Like newborn infants, long for the pure, spiritual milk, so that by it you may
grow into salvation—if indeed you have tasted that the Lord is good. Come to
him, a living stone, though rejected by mortals yet chosen and precious in
God’s sight, and like living stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual
house, to be a holy priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God
through Jesus Christ. For it stands in scripture: “See, I am laying in Zion a
stone, a cornerstone chosen and precious; and whoever believes in him will
not be put to shame.” To you then who believe, he is precious; but for those
who do not believe, “The stone that the builders rejected has become the very
head of the corner,” and “A stone that makes them stumble, and a rock that
makes them fall.” They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were
destined to do. But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation,
God’s own people, in order that you may proclaim the mighty acts of him
who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. Once you were not a
people, but now you are God’s people; once you had not received mercy, but
now you have received mercy.

THE HOLY GOSPEL JOHN 14:1-14
Gospeller The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

Jesus told his disciples, “Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God,
believe also in me. In my Father’s house there are many dwelling places. If it
were not so, would I have told you that I go to prepare a place for you? And
if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and will take you to
myself, so that where I am, there you may be also.

Believe me that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; but if you do not,
then believe me because of the works themselves. Very truly, I tell you, the
one who believes in me will also do the works that I do and, in fact, will do
greater works than these, because I am going to the Father. I will do whatever
you ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If in my
name you ask me for anything, I will do it.”
