Heifer International is a non-profit charitable organization that provides
gifts of livestock and plants, as well as education in sustainable agriculture, to financially-disadvantaged families
around the world. Animals such as goats provide meat, milk, muscle, manure, money and motivation. Participating
families are required to “pass on the gift”, that is; they must give at least one of the female offspring to a neighbor
who has undergone Heifer’s training. In time, that neighbor will pass along one of the offspring of its animal, and so
on.
