BIBLE STUDIES – 9 am – Dr. Stewart Dadmun’s Bible Study continues in the Cathedral Parlor; Canon

FORUM: Jesus and the Twelve at the Last Supper - with The Rev. Dr. David Clemons – 9 am, Guild
Room. Leonardo Da Vinci’s painting of the Last Supper, Il Cenacolo, is not only a superb piece of art, but is a
freeze frame picture of the earliest Christian community in the throes of crisis. It is a visual portrayal of the
process which Jesus set in motion to prepare his friends to lose, regain and learn to live the new life he
would give them on Easter Day. With the use of visuals, exposition and biographical narrative, The Rev.
Clemons will present Leonardo’s masterpiece in detail inaccessible to the unaided eye. Rev. Clemons is an
Episcopal priest with broad experience and expertise in pastoral and catechetical ministry. He currently lives
in Yucca Valley, CA where he is the resident priest in charge of St. Joseph of Arimathea Episcopal Church.

The Cathedral Choristers of Boys and Men will sing Preces and Responses
by John Reading, the Magnificat and Nunc Dimittis Collegium Regale by Herbert Howells and the anthem “I
was Glad” by Sir.

One of the
masterpieces of the late Renaissance and certainly one of Victoria’s greatest compositions, this setting from
1605 is richly scored for 6-part unaccompanied choir and exemplifies the restrained yet fluent counterpoint
for which Victoria is known.

HOW TO READ THE BIBLE SERIES BEGINS NOV. 4th

Begins November 4, 9 am, Guild Room. Join our two University of San Diego Religious Studies teachers, Dr.
David Moseley and Canon Jack Lindquist, together with Ms. Regina Ballard from the Bishop’s School, on this
14 session journey through eighteen centuries from Genesis to Revelation, “finding the Word in the words,”
and dealing with many kinds of writing, controversies, troubling texts and the uses and abuses of Scripture
along the way. The series begins November 4, runs through Advent, takes up again on the first Sundays of
January and February 2008, continues through the season of Lent and concludes the first Sundays of April
and May 2008.

FORUM: HOUSE OF LOVE OR HOUSE OF FEAR: Learning to Trust God’s
Abundance, with Dean Richardson – Sunday, October 28, 9 am, Guild Room. Join us
as Dean Richardson leads a discussion of the themes of abundance and scarcity as they
are revealed in biblical texts, the writings of Walter Brueggemann, and the experience of
our own lives. The thesis is simple: God provides abundantly but we struggle to

comprehend and trust the abundance of God and therefore fail to live into the fullness of God’s vision for
humanity. All human beings face a fundamental choice – do I choose to live in the house of love or the
house of fear? Come join us to explore these themes further.
