MANAÑITAS PARA LA VIRGEN DE GUADALUPE

Serenade to Our Lady of Guadalupe
5 pm, Cathedral

In 1531, a beautiful woman – later to be revealed as the mother of Christ -
appeared to a humble Native American at Tepeyac, a hill just northwest of
what is now Mexico City. She asked that a church be built on the site. When
the local bishop requested a sign, our Lady sent her native messenger to the

top of the hill in freezing mid- December to gather roses in full bloom. He placed the flowers in his tilma, a poor
quality cactus-cloth, and an image of Mary dressed in native clothing appeared. That garment is now on display
at the basilica created in her honor at Tepeyac; it shows no sign of decay after 475 years. Our Lady of
Guadalupe is understood by millions to be the patron of the Americas and she promotes peace and global
healing.

The service will be followed by the art exhibit "Arts & Altars." Joining us once again will be Caitlin Wachs
("Commander-in-Chief") and Jamie Donnelly (from the movie Grease) along with other special guests. El
Mariachi Real de San Diego will perform, and Anne Whattoff, Executive Director of PACEM, will be our Music
Director. This is a bilingual service; please join us in song and celebration for this Advent feast honoring the
mother of our Lord.

COMPLINE - 8:30 - 9 pm, Cathedral. This ancient, candlelit service is a contemplative and quiet liturgy of
music, lessons and prayers. Sponsored by PACEM.

WHERE HAVE ALL THE FLOWERS GONE? During Advent, there are no flowers decorating the Cathedral, but
it is customary to display an Advent Wreath. The wreath symbolizes God with no beginning or end. The
evergreen is a reminder that God does not change. Four candles are fixed round the circle and one candle is lit
for each Sunday during Advent.
