This
particular form of Evensong was created by Archbishop Thomas Cranmer (1489-1556) and is a fusion of the two
monastic evening offices of Vespers and Compline. Combining a Psalm and readings from the Old and New
Testaments, the Magnificat (Song of Mary) and Nunc Dimittis (Song of Simeon) followed by an anthem for the
season, this lovely, meditative service is a fitting end to a busy week and a quiet preparation for the week to
come.

LENT AT THE CATHEDRAL

LENTEN DEVOTIONAL OPPORTUNITIES - The Cathedral’s offerings of The Daily Office of
Morning and Evening Prayer and Sunday evening’s Service of Compline are always available for
those who wish to participate in a more structured Lenten discipline of readings and prayers. The
Daily Office is said Monday through Saturday at 8:30 am and Monday through Friday at 5:00
pm. Compline is sung at 8:30 pm every Sunday.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS — Every Friday during Lent through March 14, 6 pm. The Stations
of the Cross is an ancient devotional that has its roots in the experiences of the earliest pilgrims
to Jerusalem who would walk the “Via Dolorosa” — Christ’'s path to Calvary. During the Middle
Ages, war made it impossible for Christians to make this journey and a “spiritual pilgrimage” became increasingly
popular. Join us Fridays in Lent as we walk from station to station throughout the Cathedral reflecting on Christ’s
passion. This prayerful meditation lasts approximately 30 minutes and will be led by a facilitator.
