LENT AT THE CATHEDRAL

LENTEN DEVOTIONAL OPPORTUNITIES - The Cathedral’s offerings of The Daily Office of
Morning and Evening Prayer and Sunday evening’s Service of Compline are always available for
those who wish to participate in a more structured Lenten discipline of readings and prayers. The
Daily Office is said Monday through Saturday at 8:30 am and Monday through Friday at 5:00 pm.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS — Every Friday during Lent through March 14, 6 pm. The Stations of
the Cross is an ancient devotional that has its roots in the experiences of the earliest pilgrims to
Jerusalem who would walk the “Via Dolorosa” — Christ's path to Calvary. During the Middle Ages,
war made it impossible for Christians to make this journey and a “spiritual pilgrimage” became increasingly popular.
