LENT AT THE CATHEDRAL

HOLY WEEK AT THE CATHEDRAL

HOLY WEEK is the last week of Lent before Easter, beginning with Palm Sunday in which we
commemorate Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem, followed by his arrest and crucifixion. On Holy
Thursday (Maundy Thursday), we observe Jesus’ institution of the Last Supper and message of
discipleship by washing his disciples’ feet. On Good Friday we remember Jesus’ crucifixion and death;
and on Holy Saturday, we recall God’s salvation history beginning with creation and culminating in
Jesus’ resurrection.
